Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, Minister of Public Health of the IEA, held a meeting in his office

with Mr. Gaziz Akbasov, the Ambassador of Kazakhstan to Afghanistan.

%@ During the meeting, discussions focused on enhancing the capacity of health workers to provide services to earthquake victims, cooperation in the fields

of cancer and cardiovascular diseases, the provision of medical equipment to health centers, and broader bilateral cooperation in the health sector.
