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The meeting, chaired by Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, the Minister of Public Health, and attended by all deputy ministers and central directors,
centered on strengthening accountability, punctuality, and transparency within the ministry. Discussions prioritized accelerating procurement
processes in line with the new contract law to ensure efficiency. Key issues included securing timely availability of essential medicines and
medical equipment for hospitals and health centers, advancing domestic pharmaceutical production, enhancing inter-department coordination,
and focusing on improvements in the cardiac department at the Indira Gandhi Institute of Child Health. His Excellency Jalali underscored these
priorities and established a technical committee tasked with implementing effective, practical solutions. Deputy ministers and directors

contributed recommendations to improve management practices and committed to taking decisive action on the identified challenges.

Inspection Conducted at Several Manufacturing Factories, Pharmacies,
Wholesale Drug Stores, Health Centers, Clinics, Laboratories, and Hair

Salons in Faryab, Farah, Daikundi, Ghazni, and Nangarhar Provinces.

As a result of this monitoring, 50 items of expired medicines were collected in Nili city, the capital of Daikundi province, and 50 kilograms of
expired medicines were collected in Farah province. These were transferred to central warehouses for destruction. Additionally, a laboratory
in Nangarhar province was closed due to the use of expired materials and the employment of unqualified personnel. Furthermore, necessary
recommendations were provided to the relevant officials to enforce health laws, ensure hygiene, deliver quality health services, and prevent

counterfeiting.
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Officials from the Environmental Health Directorate of the Ministry of Public Health conducted
inspections of several restaurants in Kabul’s 10th district.

During the inspection, restaurant officials and staff were advised to obtain health certificates and were provided with various health
guidelines and information.

Furthermore, they participated in a three-day training on hygiene standards and were awarded valid certificates upon completion.
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The Ministry of Public Health has launched an oversight campaign

led by Dr. Fagir Mohammad Ziyar, Director General of the Medical
Council. A designated committee is inspecting private health centers
to verify the presence and credentials of local and foreign medical
staff, including doctors and nurses. The review covers academic
qualifications, licenses, and residency documents, with legal action
to follow any violations. Recent inspections were conducted at
Kabul Istanbul, Khedmat, Lajward Ahmadzai, Dunya, and Subhan
Ebadi hospitals. Authorities issued directives to improve the quality
and standards of services to ensure better healthcare delivery.
The Ministry confirmed that the inspection campaign will soon
expand to other provinces. Violators will face legal consequences,
as the government works to align private sector operations with

national health policies and safeguard public well-being.
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Farah Public Health Director, Mawlawi Sheikh Mir Saddam, stated that these 46 individuals were discharged from the hospital and sent home

after completing 45 days of treatment. He added that, to prevent relapse and help them find employment, 40 of them will receive vocational
training in plumbing, electrical work, solar power system installation, and motorcycle repair. After completing the three-month training
program, they will also be provided with work tools. Professor Darweza Rasa, head of the 80-bed Rehabilitation Hospital, also said that, in
addition to those who have recovered, 80 patients are currently admitted, 20 are receiving treatment at home, and 700 individuals who were

previously discharged are being continuously monitored for one year by two five-member teams. Notably, all individuals discharged from this

hospital will remain under the supervision and monitoring of these two five-member teams for a period of one year.
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Panjshir Governor Hafiz Mohammad Agha Hakim stated, “This is the first time Panjshir Province has been equipped with a standard health center.
Previously, most patients had to travel to Kabul or neighboring provinces, but with the establishment of this center, the necessity of referring
patients to other provinces will be significantly minimized.” Additionally, officials from the Panjshir Public Health Directorate stated that the

center’s equipment meets international standards and guaranteeing that patients will have access to medical services free of any financial burden.

Furthermore, necessary recommendations were given to the concerned authorities to further improve services, in order to enhance the quality

of both practical and theoretical education for students and to increase the effectiveness in the service sector.
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Laboratory Unit Opens at Burn Surgery Hospital in Balkh

Health officials from the Balkh Provincial Public Health Directorate (BPPH D) in Balkh province have inaugurated a new laboratory to support
the Burn Surgery Hospital, the 50-bed Oncology Hospital, and the Hemodialysis Department. The ceremony was attended by Dr. Ashraf
Rawan, Head of Balkh Regional Hospital; Dr. Farid Seraji, Head of the Burn Hospital, and other senior medical officials. The lab, based

in the Burn Hospital, will enhance diagnostics for burn, cancer, and dialysis patients across all three facilities.
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The laboratory department at the 50-Bed Drug Addiction Treatment Hospital in Ghazni has

officially commenced operations under the Provincial Public Health Directorate.

Established through the efforts of the Public Health Directorate and hospital leadership, the lab now conducts essential diagnostic tests —
including HIV, HCV, HBs, and Multi-Drug Tests — directly on-site. In the past two days alone, the lab has tested 50 patients. HCV and

HBs-positive inpatients will also be referred here for enhanced treatment monitoring, helping reduce both time and costs for patients.
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Dr. Abdul Jabbar Haidar, Head of Health Promotion at the Ministry of Public Health, met with

Mawlawi Aminullah Sharif, Director of Public Health in Nangarhar Province.
During the meeting, Dr. Haidar underscored the critical role of hygiene in preventing and mitigating outbreaks of infectious diseases. He also
highlighted the need to sustain public awareness campaigns as a vital component of disease prevention. Mawlawi Sharif affirmed Nangarhar’s
continued efforts to curb the spread of infectious diseases. He stressed that timely intervention and close collaboration with the Ministry are

essential to ensure early treatment and contain transmission.

A workshop Held to Present the Findings of a Survey on Mental Health Services for Children and

Adolescents in the Country.

The opening ceremony of the workshop was attended by Dr. Mohammad Hasan Ghiasy, Deputy Minister for Health Promotion and Policy at the
Muinistry of Public Health; Sheikh Mohammad Tahir Halim; the Chief of Staff; several central directors of the ministry; health workers; representatives
from the World Health Organization (WHO) and UNICEF; and members of the media. Dr. Mohammad Hasan Ghiasy identified four decades of
war, migration, family displacement, humanitarian crises, political instability, economic challenges, and poverty as the main factors contributing to
the deterioration of mental health. He stated: "To provide better services for people with mental health conditions in the country, a national mental
health policy for children and adolescents must be developed. Permanent financial resources should be allocated to the Afghan health system,
human resource capacities must be strengthened, and child and adolescent mental health should be integrated into health and education policies.
Specialized centers need to be established, and these services should be linked with primary health care centers, maternal and child health services,
and schools." The Deputy Minister also emphasized that the Ministry of Public Health is committed to ensuring access to mental health services for
all residents of Afghanistan, particularly children and adolescents. This will be achieved through the integration of mental health services into
primary and secondary health care centers, improvement of service quality, and coordinated cooperation among various sectors, especially the
Muinistries of Education and Labor and Social Affairs. He stressed that no one should be denied these services due to poverty, geographical barriers,
or other reasons. Similarly, Sheikh Mohammad Tahir Halim delivered a speech on the importance of mental health from an Islamic perspective, citing
domestic violence, instability, illness, and the use of chemicals and drugs as major factors contributing to mental health disorders. Also at the
ceremony, Dr. Wahidullah Afghan, Head of Mental Health at the Ministry of Public Health; Dr. Murtaza Hofiani, Head of Research at HealthNet;

and Dr. De Lara Manuel, Representative of the World Health Organization, delivered comprehensive speeches on the value and importance of

mental health. They added: "We are working to establish 20-bed specialized mental health centers in several provinces, including Badakhshan,

Bamyan, Farah, Nangarhar, and Kandahar, which will also feature dedicated mental health units for children and adolescents."
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Bid Opening Held for GH Construction in
Shakar Dara District.

The bid opening for building a General Hospital (GH) in Shakar Dara
District took place with the participation of Dr. Sayed Rasool Mangal,
Director General of Planning and Policy at the Ministry of Public
Health, along with officials from procurement, administration,
finance, and accounting departments, and representatives from 13
construction companies. Dr. Mangal stated that the process was fully
transparent. He added, "We expect the winning company to complete
the work on time and according to the Ministry’s standards, as this is
an important public service project." Company representatives also
pledged to follow the Ministry’s guidelines if selected for the project.
Notably, the Ministry of Public Health plans to build general hospitals
in 318 districts across the country, and the procurement process for

this initiative is currently underway.
