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The bid opening for the construction of the Dai Mirdad District General Hospital in Maidan Wardak

Province and the Khas Kunar District General Hospital in Kunar Province was officially held.

The event was attended by Mohammad Younus Ghalib, Director of Procurement at the Ministry of Public Health; Mawlawi Mohammad
Dawood Mansoori, Director of International Relations, Aid Coordination and Integration; senior officials from the Finance and Planning
Directorates; and representatives from 17 construction firms. Speaking at the event, Mohammad Younus Ghalib, Director of Procurement
at the Ministry of Public Health, stressed that the procurement process is being conducted with full transparency. He urged the winning
contractor to implement the project with professionalism, integrity, and precision, and to complete it within the agreed timeframe in line
with the Ministry’s standards. He added that the Ministry will ensure close monitoring and supervision to maintain quality and ensure
timely completion. Meanwhile, representatives of the participating construction companies reaffirmed their commitment to carrying out
the hospital construction in full compliance with the Ministry of Public Health’s technical and quality standards, should they be awarded
the contract. The Ministry of Public Health announced that the initiative is part of a national program to construct general hospitals in 318
districts across Afghanistan, and that the procurement and implementation phases for these vital healthcare projects are currently

underway.
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Inspections Conducted in the Private Health Sector and Food Outlets of Uruzgan Province.

Officials from the Monitoring and Inspection Department of the Uruzgan Provincial Public Health Directorate inspected 44 pharmacies,
seven wholesale medicine suppliers, four laboratories, eleven clinics, and eighty-seven food outlets in Deh Rawood District.

The inspection identified 48 expired medicinal items, one unregistered pharmaceutical product, and 34 expired food items, which were

transferred to the Department for safe disposal. Managers of the inspected facilities were instructed to ensure full compliance with the

regulations set by the Ministry of Public Health’s Authority of Food and Drugs.
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The Ministry of Public Health procured 42 stationery items for its central and secondary units.

The process was attended by representatives from the Procurement Directorate, Finance and Administration Directorate of the Ministry of
Public Health, and nine logistics companies. Officials overseeing the procurement stated during the bid opening: “This process has been
fully transparent. The winning company will supply stationery in accordance with the Ministry’s standards, and the process will be closely

monitored.” Representatives of the participating logistics companies pledged that, if successful, they would provide stationery fully compli-

ant with the Ministry’s standards.
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Two solar power projects at district hospitals in Darah-i-Sof Bala and Darah-i-Sof Payan, Samangan

province, were inaugurated and commissioned with a total investment of USD 300,000, funded by UNDP.

Each project installed a 100-kilowatt solar system at the 20-bed hospital in Darah-i-Sof Payan and the 30-bed Bazar-i-Sukhtah Hospital in
Darah-i-Sof Bala. The systems comprise 180 solar panels, five 20-kilowatt inverters, and 18 10-kilowatt batteries per facility, supplying
electricity to over 150,000 local residents. Local officials and UNDP representatives highlighted the significance of infrastructure projects

and their role in enhancing healthcare services.
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The Ministery of Public Health procured 27 items of Cleaning materials for its central and secondary
units
The process was attended by representatives from the Procurement Directorate, Finance and Administration Directorate of the Ministry of
Public Health, and nine logistics companies.Mohammad Younis Ghalib, Director of Procurement at the Ministry of Public Health, stated
during the bid opening: “This process has been fully transparent.

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A meeting convened to review and finalize the budget for the development projects of the
Ministry of Public Health.

Health, with the participation of central directors and officials from the Ministry’s development projects. While addressing the
meeting, the Deputy Minister said, “I will take into consideration Resolution No. 2 of the Economic Commission.” He added that
the implementation of these development projects depends on how effectively and appropriately the allocated budget has been
utilized by the institutions in the previous and current fiscal years. H.E. Siddiqui requested the officials of the development
projects to provide the participants with information regarding budget expenditures, progress, and the implementation stages of
the projects. The officials of the development projects provided information to the leadership of the Ministry of Public Health
regarding the expenditure and stages of the development budgets. They also pledged to take necessary measures in this regard, if

required.
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Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, Minister of Public Health of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan, Has

Departed for Saudi Arabia on an Official Visit, Accompanied by His Delegation.

The visit, intended to enhance bilateral health cooperation and coordination, foster the exchange of expertise, and promote collabo-
rative initiatives, will feature a series high-level meetings and deliberations between the Minister of Public Health, Mawlawi Noor
Jalal Jalali, and the Health Minister of Saudi Arabia, alongside representatives from the Gates Foundation, EMRO, and the King
Salman Humanitarian Aid and Relief Center (KSRelief). Additionally, the Minister will participate in the 8th Global Health Exhibi-
tion, which brings together health sector specialists, representatives of charitable organizations, and members of international

institutions from various countries.
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A supervisory inspection was carried out in Balkh Province targeting select establishments

within the private healthcare sector and food retail outlets.

IThe inspection was conducted by the supervisory teams of the Monitoring and Inspection Department under the Balkh Provin-
cial Public Health Directorate. As a result, seven pharmacies were shut down for violating public health regulations, while

from several grocery outlets, thirteen expired food items were seized and transported to the designated site for safe disposal..
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The Ministry of Public Health convened a meeting of the Institutional Review Board (IRB), chaired by
Dr. Mohammad Hassan Ghiyasi, the Deputy Minister for Health Policy and Promotion.

The session brought together advisors to the deputy minister, several central directors, and representatives from relevant
institutions. Discussions centered on the IRB’s ongoing activities, the appointment of new members, and the revision of existing
operational procedures. Dr. Ghiyasi stressed the importance of transparency in the board’s operations and highlighted the need
for evidence-based decision-making grounded in scientific data and credible research. He emphasized that all health-related

studies must align with national priorities and ethical standards to ensure a more efficient and coordinated research process.
According to ministry officials, the review of the IRB’s procedures will be undertaken by a designated committee comprising

senior ministry leaders, technical experts, and respected religious scholars.
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Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, Minister of Public Health of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan, Held a Meeting with

The discussions focused on preventive measures against communicable and non-communicable diseases,
drug abuse prevention, enhancing health-sector cooperation, ensuring the legal and quality import of medicines, and improving
coordination for polio eradication. The participants also discussed addressing the remaining challenges in polio elimination and
strengthening health systems through the Salman Foundation. H.E. Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali emphasized the importance of
strengthening health cooperation, preventing diseases, and ensuring medicine quality and legality. He reaffirmed Afghanistan’s
commitment to disease prevention and improving public health through joint programs. The Ministers of Health of Saudi Arabia
and Pakistan commended Afghanistan’s efforts and pledged continued cooperation in polio eradication, drug prevention, and the

development of health institutions.
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Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haqqgani, Deputy Minister of Public Health for Healthcare Services, accompa-
nied by his technical team, conducted an official visit to the Malaria and Tuberculosis Control and

Prevention Programs.

During the visit, the Director General of Preventative Medicine, Dr. Haidar Khan Haidar, and the Director General for Curative
Medicine, Dr. Wahdat Alokozai, were also in attendance. The Deputy Minister thoroughly observed the programs’ activities
and offered recommendations to the relevant officials to further enhance their operational effectiveness.
Furthermore, during his meeting with the heads and staff of the aforementioned programs, the Deputy Minister emphasized that
the Malaria and Tuberculosis Control and Prevention Programs should be implemented with enhanced coordination, improved
quality, and greater efficiency, in accordance with the needs of the population, to ensure the effective prevention of these

diseases.

The exhibition brought together representatives from numerous countries, international health organizations, and medical
technology experts. The Afghan minister viewed a range of medical instruments, artificial intelligence applications, healthcare
technologies, and healthcare equipment. The minister emphasized the importance of adopting new technologies to enhance
healthcare efficiency and effectiveness, affirming that the Ministry of Public Health will continue efforts to introduce advanced
technologies and digitalize key sectors of the health system. During the General Assembly, participants discussed improving

healthcare services, implementing new technologies, and promoting innovation in public health policy.
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Medical and Non-Medical Equipment Distributed to 47 Health Centers in Zabul Province

The international organization UNICEF has provided essential medical and non-medical equipment, which is expected
to significantly enhance the quality of health services and patient care. These supplies will be allocated across 47
health centers in Qalat and the surrounding districts.

Dr. Merwais Afghan, Director of Public Health in Zabul, expressed his gratitude to UNICEF officials for their invalu-
able support and emphasized that the health department is committed to improving the quality of healthcare services

and ensuring easier access for the local population.
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During his official visit to Saudi Arabia, Minister of Public Health of the Islamic Emirate of

Afghanistan, Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, met with Dr. Hanan Al-Balkhy, WHO Regional

Director for the Eastern Mediterranean, and Chris Elias, President of Global Development at
the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation.

Also attended by Pakistan’s Health Minister, the meeting focused on advancing Afghanistan’s health priorities, including isease
prevention and control, strengthening surveillance systems, polio eradication reforms, and improving access to quality rimary
and secondary healthcare in remote areas. Commitments were made to broaden cooperation in the health sector.

The Minister of Public Health, Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, emphasized the importance of strengthening the health sector,
ntrolling communicable and non-communicable diseases, enhancing the surveillance system, and implementing reforms to
eradicate polio. He added that the Ministry of Public Health is committed to carrying out these reforms, and that joint efforts,
technical cooperation, and sustained support are essential for further strengthening the health system and safeguarding public
health.

Dr. Al-Balkhy and Mr. Elias pledged to deepen collaboration with Afghanistan’s Ministry of Public Health, stressing that close

coordination and effective implementation of upcoming projects will accelerate progress and enhance health outcomes.
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Thirty-seven rehabilitated drug addicts have successfully completed a three-month

vocational skills development program.

These individuals, who were undergoing treatment and rehabilitation at the 80-bed Public Health Hospital in Farah Province,
graduated after successfully completing the training program implemented by the Youth Health and Development
Organization (YHDO). Mawlawi Sheikh Mir Saddam, the Provincial Director of Public Health, congratulated the graduates
and commended YHDO for its valuable contribution, stating: “You are not only healthy now but also skilled professionals. If
in the past people called you addicts, today society should recognize you as masters and technical experts.”

He also encouraged community members to show respect to these individuals and to recognize them as productive, skilled,
and empowered members of society. At present, another 40 beneficiaries are participating in the second phase of vocational
training at the center, where similar capacity-building programs are being delivered to enhance their employability and

support their social reintegration.
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The Ministry of Public Health inaugurated a new online database system at the Emergency
Ibn-e-Sina Hospital.
The ceremony was attended by the Chief of Staff of the Ministry, Alhaj Sheikh Mohammad Taher Haleem; the General Director
of Specialization Program, Dr. Nisar Ahmad Niazi; several central directors of the ministry; and representatives from specialized
and tertiary hospitals, along with medical specialists and healthcare professionals.
