The Director of Public Health urged health workers in Baghni District to provide timely and high-quality services to patients, emphasizing

that patient satisfaction is a key indicator of service quality and an essential part of their professional responsibility.

Residents welcomed the renovation of the facility, considering it a positive step toward improving healthcare quality and enhancing the

services and facilities available to patients.

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Afghanistan’s Ministry of Public Health Holds Review and Evaluation Meeting of the National Tubercu-

losis Control Programme

Afghanistan’s Ministry of Public Health convened a review and evaluation meeting of the National Tuberculosis (TB) Control Programme, assessing the

programme’s past activities and achievements, addressing gaps and operational challenges, revising the national strategic plan for the next five years, and

securing a dedicated budget for the coming three years. The session brought together Deputy Minister for Health Services, Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haqqani,

Director General of Preventive Medicine, Dr. Haider Khan Haider, relevant directorate officials, technical evaluators of the TB programme, and representatives

from the World Health Organization (WHO).

Deputy Minister Haqqani thanked the technical evaluators of the National Tuberculosis (TB) Programme and emphasized that this assessment provides a

valuable opportunity to identify existing gaps and challenges and to find appropriate solutions. He highlighted that such evaluations are crucial for the control

and improvement of TB and underscored the Ministry’s respect for their professional judgment and scientific expertise.
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The Minister of Public Health of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan, H.E. Mawlawi Noor Jalali Jalali,
held a meeting in his office with the Head of the World Health Organization (WHO) for Afghanistan,

Dr. Edwin Ceniza Salvador, along with officials from the Tuberculosis (TB) departments of the organi-

zation’s headquarters and regional offices.

Comprehensive discussions were held on strengthening tuberculosis services, providing additional facilities to health centers for TB care, delivering

timely and high-quality services to patients, increasing the budget to improve services, enhancing the effectiveness of the diagnosis and treatment

process, and building the capacity of health workers.

H.E. Mawlawi Noor Jalali Jalali thanked the Head of the World Health Organization and the accompanying delegation for their continued cooperation

and stated:

“Prevention and treatment of tuberculosis are among the priorities of the Ministry of Public Health, and we are striving, with the support of internation-

al partner organizations, to deliver standard health services to all residents of the country.”

The Minister added that the cooperation of the World Health Organization is highly important for strengthening the health system, controlling diseases,

and improving public health programs.

The Head of the World Health Organization and the international officials of the Tuberculosis Department, referring to their continued cooperation,

assured their full cooperation and commitment to the Ministry of Public Health in combating tuberculosis and expanding services.
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The Ministry of Public Health has launched an infrastructure expansion project to upgrade the

Emergency Ward at Uruzgan Provincial Hospital.

The project, initiated with a budget allocation of 10 million Afghanis, focuses on enhancing emergency medical services,
increasing the hospital’s patient intake capacity, and ensuring timely access to critical care for individuals requiring urgent

treatment.
According to Uruzgan public health authorities, the expansion will introduce multiple clinical facilities, streamline the

patient treatment workflow, and enable the provision of standardized emergency healthcare services, ensuring improved

medical responsiveness and better health outcomes for the community during emergencies.
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Ministry of Public Health Expands Bed Capacity of Badakhshan Provincial Hospital from 120 to 250
Nazir Ahmad Nazar, Deputy Director of Public Health of Badakhshan, stated that with the expansion of the hospital, it will be possible

to activate several specialized departments, including ENT, ophthalmology, orthopedics, dermatology, neurosurgery, burn services,

and mental health departments.

The Director of the Provincial Hospital, Dr. Shafiq Hamdard, stated that prior to the expansion, the hospital faced serious challenges,

and due to a shortage of beds, some patients were referred to other provinces, particularly Kunduz Province, for specialized

treatment. He added that this issue has now been resolved and that numerous facilities will be provided for patients.

Residents of Badakhshan welcomed the expansion of the hospital’s capacity and expressed hope that it would further improve the

quality of health services.

Notably, Badakhshan Provincial Hospital is the only well-equipped hospital in the province, where hundreds of patients—particularly

from remote districts—seek care daily and receive essential health services.
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The Minister of Public Health of Afghanistan, Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, held a meeting in his office with

representatives of major pharmaceutical wholesalers, importing companies, and pharmacy unions.

The meeting was attended by the Deputy Minister for Food and Drugs of the Ministry of Public Health, Mawlawi Hamdullah Zahid, along with a

number of other officials. Discussions focused on controlling medicine prices, preventing hoarding, and ensuring the availability and proper

management of quality medicines in the market.

His Excellency Jalali described the supply of high-quality medicines at reasonable prices as a shared responsibility, stressing that all stakeholders

must fulfil their role in this regard. He said Afghanistan’s market is no longer dependent on a single source, adding that efforts are underway to

address existing challenges in the pharmaceutical sector and to explore alternative routes for the supply of quality medicines.

Meanwhile, representatives of the unions rejected what they described as foreign rumours suggesting a shortage of medicines or emerging

problems in the market. They said such claims were unfounded and part of a propaganda campaign by certain external circles. The officials

stated that there is currently an adequate supply of medicines in the market and that no major problems have been encountered so far, reassur-

ing the public that patients will not face shortages in accessing treatment.

During the meeting, Deputy Minister Hamdullah Zahid highlighted the work of inspection and monitoring teams, saying that efforts would

continue to ensure sustained access for all to quality medicines at affordable prices.
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20th Leadership Board Meeting of the Ministry of Public Health Held

The 20th leadership board meeting of the Ministry of Public Health of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan was held under the

chairmanship of Minister of Public Health Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, with deputy ministers and senior officials in attendance. During

the meeting, official briefings were presented by Deputy Minister for Health Services Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haggani on his visit to

Tirkiye, and by Deputy Minister for Food and Drugs Mawlawi Hamdullah Zahid on his visits to India and the United Arab Emirates,

focusing on objectives, outcomes, and cooperation.

In another development, the Director of the Medical Council, Dr. Faqir Mohammad Ziyar, reported on the assessment and licens-

ing of foreign doctors. Meanwhile, Human Resources Director General Irfanullah Karimi outlined updates on staff recruitment,

contingency measures, and vacant posts for the year 1404.

Addressing the meeting, the Minister of Public Health stressed the need for effective implementation, calling for transparency,

accuracy, and timely execution of all decisions.

The meeting concluded with deputy ministers and central directors sharing recommendations and reaffirming their commitment to

implement the resolutions aimed at improving overall performance.
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The Ministry of Public Health of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan held a one-day work-

shop titled Community-Level Performance, Assessment, and Incentivization of Health Work-

ers for health volunteers.

It was attended by Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haqqani, Deputy Minister for Health Services; Dr Haider Khan Haider, Director General of

Disease Prevention and Control; Dr Zabihullah Haris, Director of Primary Health Services; representatives of national and international

organisations; and health volunteers. Deputy Minister Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haggani thanked the health volunteers for their continued

efforts and expressed confidence that they would soon renew and strengthen the community-level health service package.

He said that in the past year, community health volunteers visited more than 17 million families and delivered a wide range of services,

including support for complicated childbirth cases. He also called on volunteers to further contribute to strengthening the national

health system.

Concluding the workshop, participants received detailed briefings on implemented activities, major achievements, and capacity-build-

ing programmes through a series of structured presentations.

The Afghan delegation included senior officials responsible for the evaluation and registration of medicines and food products, as

well as technical advisers and representatives of the import sector. They met Iran’s deputy health minister and the head of the

Iranian Food and Drugs Organization, Dr Mehdi Pir-Salehi, in Tehran.

Discussions focused on strengthening regulatory and commercial ties between the two neighbouring countries. Both sides also

talked about sharing expertise, expanding technical cooperation, and implementing a previously signed regulatory agreement.

The talks also covered capacity-building for Afghan specialists and ways to ease the import process for food and pharmaceutical

products into Afghanistan, and improving regulatory systems was a shared priority.

The visit follows an earlier trip by a high-level Iranian delegation to Kabul, where talks were held with Afghan health officials on

boosting bilateral cooperation and facilitating imports of food and medicines.
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14-Day Training Program Launched for 25 Vaccinators by World Vision Afghanistan in Faryab
Province

The program was inaugurated in the presence of Mawlawi Khan Agha Asad, Deputy Director of Public Health for Faryab, and
Shakirullah Gharwal, Head of the World Vision Afghanistan (WVA) Provincial Office, in coordination with Mass Immuniza-
tion Department and trainers from the northern zone. During the program, vaccinators of the National Expanded Program

on Immunization Program will undergo comprehensive training on the proper administration of vaccines, precise recording

and reporting procedures, cold chain management, and professional conduct in public interactions.

The aim of this training is to enhance the capacity of health workers, improve the quality of vaccination services, and

increase the coverage of mass immunization across various districts of Faryab Province.
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Three-Day DTC Seminar Launched at
Deputy Minister's Office for Food and
Drugs

A three-day seminar on the establishment of Drug and
Therapeutics Committees (DTCs) has begun at the Deputy
Minister's Office for Food and Drugs, bringing together 60
staff from specialised and tertiary hospitals in Kabul.

The training, led by specialists from the Directorate of
Pharmaceutical Services, covers rational medicine use,
medical ethics, antimicrobial resistance and other key

issues.

At the opening session, Dr Naeemullah Ayoubi, Director
General of Pharmaceuticals and Health Products, highlight-
ed the role of DTCs in reducing drug resistance, cutting

treatment costs and duration, and lowering mortality rates.

Dr Ayoubi also referred to a religious principle, saying that
saving one life is equivalent to saving all of humanity,

stressing the ethical duty of healthcare workers.

Mawlawi Bashir Ahmad Haroon, Director of Pharmaceutical
Services of the Deputy Minister's Office for Food and
Drugs, urged participants to fully engage with the seminar

and apply its lessons in their respective hospitals.
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Led by Dr Ahmad Khandan, Director of Coordination and Regulation of the Private Sector

of the Ministry of Public Health, an inspection campaign of private health facilities has been

launched in Logar province.

The inspection team began monitoring private health centres in the provincial capital and districts of

Logar, with the aim of assessing the overall condition of these facilities, improving the quality of

private-sector health services, reviewing official documents and licences, and encouraging unlicensed

centres to obtain legal authorisation in line with relevant regulations (Regulations No. 916 and 1084).

During the process, a total of 77 private health facilities were assessed, of which 46 were found to be

operating without valid licences. Facility managers were provided with guidance on regulatory compli-

ance and the legal procedures required to obtain operating permits.

The inspection team also praised the active cooperation of local authorities, district health officials and

health facility staff, and expressed a shared commitment to improving the standards and performance

of the private health sector in the province.
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Bid Opening Held for the Construction of a General Hospital in Khashrod District of
Nimruz Province

The process was conducted in the presence of representatives from the Financial and Accounting, Procurement, and Planning
and Policy Directorates of the Ministry of Public Health, as well as representatives from eight construction companies.
Offer Opening Committee Officials stated, “This process is fully transparent, and we expect the company that takes over the
project to carry out their work promptly, in line with the guidelines and conditions set by MoPH. As this is a public project,
we will closely monitor every step of its implementation.”

The construction company representatives pledged that, if they take over the project, they would adhere to the guidelines and
conditions of the Ministry of Public Health while carrying out the work.

It is important to highlight that the Ministry of Public Health is undertaking an extensive nationwide initiative to establish

general hospitals across all 318 districts, with the procurement processes for this large-scale project actively progressing.
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New Addiction Treatment Facility Launched in Khost

Construction has begun on a new building at the 80-bed drug addiction treatment hospital in

Khost province, aimed at expanding services for people with substance use disorders.

The 10-room facility, funded by the World Health Organization at a cost of around $90,000 and
implemented under the National Addiction Treatment Programme, is expected to improve

treatment standards, enhance patient safety and increase the hospital’s overall capacity.

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Kapisa Public Health Directorate Weekly Monitoring Report

The Kapisa Provincial Public Health Directorate Monitoring Team conducted a series of inspections
across the province this week to ensure compliance with health and safety regulations.
Shops inspected: 36, resulting in the seizure of around 120 kilograms of expired food products.
Health facilities checked: 10, with 7 found closed due to non-compliance.
Laboratories monitored: 7, of which 5 were closed for failing to meet operational standards.
Dental clinics inspected: 3, all were closed.
Doctors’ association monitored: closed following inspection.

Ongoing Oversight: The Directorate continues nightly inspections of health centers and pharmacies
throughout Kapisa Province. Several facilities have been shut down due to deficiencies or missing legal
documentation, reflecting the Directorate’s commitment to public health safety and regulatory enforce-

ment.
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A delegation from the Ministry of Public Health of the Islamic Emirate of Afghani-

stan, led by the Deputy Minister for Financial and Administrative Affairs, visited

Sheikh Zayed National and Specialized Hospital to assess its healthcare services.

The visit, which was also attended by the Director of Kabul's Specialized and Tertiary Hospitals, Dr Aminullah Momand, the

Deputy Minister for Finance and Administration, Qari Abdul Wali Sidiqi, along with his delegation, toured various depart-

ments of the hospital.

The Deputy Minister gathered information on the hospital’s existing challenges and needs, stating that the identified issues

and requirements would be addressed in coordination with the relevant departments.

He also emphasized the importance of providing improved and standardized healthcare services, strengthening adminis-

trative coordination, and meeting the urgent needs of Sheikh Zayed National and Specialized Hospital, issuing the neces-

sary recommendations in this regard.

He confirmed
that a CT scan machine, along with medicines and
vaccines, would soon be sent to a children’s hospital in
Kabul. Mr Nadda added that India would work to ease
access to medical treatment for Afghan patients and

stood ready to extend further assistance.

(Ministry of Ayurveda, Yoga & Naturopathy, Unani, Siddha and Homoeopathy), Shri Prataprao

Jadhav, during an official visit to India.

The talks focused on setting up a traditional medicine institute and research centre in Kabul, training practitioners, and signing

a bilateral cooperation agreement.

H.E. Jalali said standardising traditional medicine was essential and noted that Afghanistan had begun regulating the sector,

adding that India’s experience made its support especially valuable.

India’s AYUSH minister pledged support for establishing research centres, developing curricula and expanding cooperation in

traditional medicine in the future.
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During an official visit to India, Afghanistan’s Minister of Public Health, Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, met

representatives of Indian pharmaceutical manufacturers, exporters and traditional medicine associations.

The talks focused on importing quality-assured medicines to Afghanistan, maintaining fair prices, encouraging investment inside

the country and strengthening cooperation.

He said the main priority was ensur-

ing affordable, high-quality medicines were widely available to the public.
