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A coordination meeting was held to implement the plan to suspend medi-

cine imports from Pakistan.

Officials from the Pharmaceutical Services, Pharmaceutical Facility Licensing, and Document Analysis and Regula-

tion departments of the Ministry of Public Health’s Food and Drug Deputy Minister' Office attended the meeting.
The meeting discussed alternative measures, including reviewing the local market, managing existing stocks,
facilitating imports from approved countries, and holding technical sessions to ensure uninterrupted supply and

public access to quality medicines.

Participants stressed that the plan must be implemented gradually and carefully to prevent service disruptions and

protect public interests.
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During a visit to Farah province, the Deputy Minister
for Food and Drugs at Afghanistan’s Ministry of
Public Health, Mawlawi Hamdullah Zahid, met the
provincial governor at Abu Nasr Farahi Port to discuss

challenges related to food and medicines.

The meeting brought together Mawlawi Hamdullah Zahid
and his delegation, Farah Governor Mawlawi Mohammad
Hafiz Mujahid, the provincial public health director, as
well as other officials and traders, focusing on resolving
food and drug-related issues at the port.

H.E. Zahid outlined national standards for the inspection
and control of food and medicines, saying they are based
on official decrees and the Ministry of Public Health’s
regulatory procedures.

He said the ministry remains committed to ensuring that
the public has access to safe, high-quality and
standardised food and medicines.

The Farah governor said there would be no tolerance for
negligence in this area, stressing that existing decrees and
laws are binding and must be fully enforced.

The deputy minister also conducted an on-site inspection
of Sheikh Abu Nasr Farahi Port and issued recommenda-
tions to relevant officials aimed at improving operational

management.

ince, enabling imported food and drugs to be tested in a scientific and standardized manner.

Mawlawi Sheikh Mir Saddam, also expressed his appreciation for the Deputy Minister’s visit, saying, ‘The

presence of central officials boosts our morale and enables us to provide better services to the people.

It is worth noting that APMIS, the nationwide polio data
and information collection system, is currently not
integrated with the Ministry of Public Health’s national
information system and is used notably for polio data

collection, with efforts underway to connect it.
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Inspection Conducted at Several Pharmacies in the Southern Zone of Kabul Province.

The monitoring and inspection officials of medicines, health products, and food items

from the Ministry of Public Health conducted monitoring in several pharmacies in

the southern zone of Kabul Province with the aim of controlling prices, preventing

hoarding and monopolies, ensuring quality, and enforcing health regulations. During

this monitoring, 40 pharmacies were inspected, of which 6 were closed for failing to

provide night-time services.

The officials of the Ministry of Public Health urge all pharmacy managers to continue

their activities in accordance with health regulations, and follow the relevant rules

and procedures.
