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The Capacity Building Directorate of the MoPH conducted a specialized life-saving training

seminar (BLS/ACLS) for 30 specialist doctors from Kabul and across the provinces.

The seminar provided comprehensive theoretical instruction on Basic Life Support (BLS) and practical

training on Advanced Cardiovascular Life Support (ACLS).

The Director of the Capacity Building Directorate of the MoPH, Mujeeb-ur-Rahman Mamundzai, described

the seminar as important and said the program will be expanded nationwide to strengthen standardized

emergency services.

The Director General of Preventive Medicine of the MoPH, Dr. Haider Khan Haider, stated: “Our aim is to

further expand this program and provide standardized BLS and ACLS training to healthcare workers across

the country.”
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Inspection Conducted in Central Areas of Paktia Province on Private Health Sector and

Food Outlets for Price Control and Preventing Hoarding

This monitoring was carried out by the Inspection and Monitoring officials of the Paktia Public Health

Directorate, resulting in the closure of one pharmacy, one laboratory, one Greek pharmacy, and 11

pharmaceutical import companies for violating health regulations and operating without official

During this monitoring, 25 boxes of expired medicines and health products, along with 8 items of

expired food, were collected and sent to the central warehouse for disposal.
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Inspections Conducted at Food Outlets in Khost Province

The inspections were conducted by Public Health Directorate officials in Gurbuz District, resulting in the

collection of 22 boxes of food items, which were transferred to the provincial central warehouse for disposal.

Additionally, inspection and monitoring officials provided the necessary guidance to the owners of food

establishments regarding compliance with hygiene standards.
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In the presence of the Minister of Public Health,
Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, along with the deputy
ministers, directors general, and technical depart-
ment heads, the Directorate General of Planning
and Policy presented and explained the final draft
of the National Public Health Strategy to the

ministry’s leadership.

During the meeting, His Excellency Jalali stated that
developing the National Public Health Strategy was an
essential need for the health sector.

During the session, the technical team presented the
strategy’s phases, sectoral objectives, strategic goals,
and key interventions. Participants shared their
suggestions to further improve the document. It was
also announced that a strategic operational and
implementation plan will soon be developed to
ensure the effective achievement of the planned

objectives.

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The Directorate General for Postgraduate Medical Studies, through the Capacity Building <5
Department, conducted a one-day medical communication skills workshop for trainee
doctors in 14 specialized hospitals in Kabul.

The program aimed to enhance healthcare staff’s professional skills and enhance respectful, effective patient relationships.
The workshop covered key medical communication concepts, ethical and effective interaction, professional way of sharing
bad news, active listening, empathy, effective questioning, and addressing communication barriers.

The program was attended by 207 trainee doctors. Evaluations and feedback showed increased awareness of medical commu-
nication, strengthened listening and empathy skills, and improved team coordination.

The workshop was considered effective in enhancing professional capacity, and applying these skills is expected to improve

healthcare quality and patient satisfaction.
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Paktia Public Health Directorate officials inspected wholesale and retail food outlets,

manufacturing units, medicine wholesalers, and company branches.

During the inspection, a cake and biscuit manufacturing factory was shut down for failing to maintain hygiene
standards. Additionally, 73 food items, 35 boxes of medicines, 650 kilograms of dates, and 86 expired and
substandard chocolate boxes —amounting to nearly 3 tons in total —were collected and sent to the central

warehouse for disposal.
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
