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For the first time in the country, the Ministry of
Public Health of the IEA inaugurated a national
hospital for cancer diagnosis and treatment, which

has commenced its services.

The ceremony was attended by the Minister of Public Health, Mawlawi
Noor Jalal Jalali; ministry deputies and directors; representatives of
government institutions; the Iranian Ambassador to Afghanistan, Ali
Reza Bigdeli; and representatives of international organizations and
the media.

His Excellency Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali stated that the hospital is
being inaugurated through joint efforts and is expected to become a
source of treatment and hope for cancer patients. He added that
specialized training programs for internal specialists will soon begin,
with necessary improvements underway to provide advanced
facilities.

The Minister added that, with India’s cooperation, radiotherapy
services will be provided at the hospital. India has so far contributed

one million dollars in aid for cancer treatment, including ten tons of

medicines and medical equipment. He also urged the public, especial-

ly investors and charitable organizations, to support cancer patients.

The Deputy Minister for Health Services, Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haqgani,

said that over the past four years, the Ministry of Public Health has
taken major steps to strengthen healthcare, including opening a
national hospital for pediatric heart surgeries and cancer treatment.
He added that, with the support of development partners, the ministry
aims to improve services so citizens will not need to seek treatment
abroad.

Sheikh Muhammad Tahir Halim, Chief of Staff of the Ministry of Public
Health, said it is a great joy that, through the efforts of the respected
Minister and the blessing of the esteemed Amir ul-Mu’'minin, the
long-held wish of the people has been fulfilled with the inauguration
of the national cancer hospital.

Dr. Muhammad Shafiq Amin, Director of the National Cancer
Program, said the hospital marks the start of new advancements in
cancer treatment, with more facilities to come. He added that today

they are not just opening a hospital, but opening doors of hope.

European Union representatives, alongside their comprehensive
remarks, assured continued support for cancer diagnosis and

treatment.
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Through the continuous efforts and coordination of the Ministry of Public Health’s Directorate of Interna-
tional Relations and Aid Coordination, 12 doctors from the Doctors of Rahman (DoR) charity arrived in

Afghanistan.

The UK-based organization has organized this medical mission in coordination with the Ministry of Public Health. It will
continue until February 6, 2026, with specialist doctors from the US, UK, India, Lebanon, Qatar, and several other coun-
tries participating.

The mission aims to strengthen Afghanistan’s health sector, expand specialized treatment, provide medical equipment,
and build the capacity of Afghan healthcare workers. Specialist doctors in fields such as orthopedics, cardiology, surgery,
anesthesiology, emergency medicine, ophthalmology, and cancer care will provide services at designated medical
centers.

The Ministry of Public Health’s Directorate of International Relations and Aid Coordination has supported the mission
with visa processing, customs clearance of medical equipment, coordination of hospital schedules, and security and
logistical assistance.

The mission is seen as an important step in strengthening Afghanistan’s health system, expanding specialized treatment,

improving access, and promoting cooperation with international charitable organizations.
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Inspections were conducted at pharmaceutical facilities in

various districts of Kabul.

Officials from the Ministry of Public Health for the Inspection of Medicines, Health Products, and Food carried
out the inspections to control prices, prevent hoarding and monopoly, ensure quality, and enforce health

regulations.

During the inspections, 19 pharmaceutical facilities were inspected, of which four pharmacies were closed for

violating health regulations.

The Ministry of Public Health calls on all pharmacy operators to comply with health laws and continue their

activities in accordance with applicable regulations.
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A training program titled "Administrative Correspondence and Explanation of Forms for

the Performance Evaluation Process of Civil Service Employees™ held for 10 employees of

the Drug Addiction Treatment Hospital, has concluded.

This training program was held to enhance work capacity, improve administrative discipline, and familiarize employees with

proper administrative correspondence and the correct completion of civil service performance evaluation forms.

During this program, participants were practically familiarized with the different stages of the evaluation process, performance

assessment criteria, administrative responsibilities, and the proper way of preparing and sending official correspondence.




Dr. Enayatullah Enayat, Director General of Monitor-
ing and Inspection of the Ministry of Public Health,
represented the ministry at an international scientif-
ic conference organized by Jordan University of

Science and Technology (JusT).

The conference focused on recent scientific advances in
diagnosing, preventing, and controlling Crimean-Congo
Hemorrhagic Fever (CCHF), addressing global health
challenges, sharing experiences, and promoting the

implementation of a joint health system.

The international conference was attended by specialists,
doctors, and researchers from Jordan, Egypt, Turkey,
Pakistan, Tunisia, Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Oman, the UK, the

US, and other countries.

At the conference, Dr. Enayat presented a comprehensive
report on Afghanistan’s experience with CCHF, covering
four years of data, treatment outcomes, patient care,

laboratory achievements, and public awareness efforts.

At the conference, Afghanistan’s Ministry of Public Health
was praised for its surveillance system and patient care,
while participants stressed the need for a joint internation-
al strategy to research the deadly disease and encourage

donor support for high-risk countries.
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A one-day training program was conducted for 60 surveyors and team leaders as part of the national

pharmacy re-registration project.

This training program for surveyors and team leaders from Logar, Kandahar, Zabul, Uruzgan, Helmand, Nangarhar, Laghman,

Kunar, and Nimroz provinces was held at the auditorium of Deputy Minister's Office for Food and Drugs.

During the program, specialists from the Deputy Minister's Office for Food and Drugs briefed participants on the pharmacy

survey and re-registration project and its technical system to ensure proper implementation.

As a result of this project, all pharmacies in the country have been surveyed, and licensed pharmacies are being electronically

re-registered.

The workshop trained 55 health workers in prevention, primary diagnosis, patient referral, and non-communicable disease manage-

ment.

Dr. Mohammad Sami Karimi, Head of the Ministry of Public Health’s Department of Prevention and Control of Non-Communicable

Diseases, stressed that community health workers play a vital role in disease prevention and urged participants to share their

knowledge with colleagues.

The workshop, held in an interactive setting with effective educational content, received full satisfaction from the participants.




A one-day workshop reviewing the National

Malaria Program was held by the Ministry of
Public Health.

The workshop was attended by the Ministry’s Deputy for
Health Services, Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haggani, several
central directors of the Ministry, representatives from the
World Health Organization (WHO), UNDP, and imple-
menting agencies.

Deputy Minister Haqgani said, “The year 2025 was full of
various challenges for our country, but despite all limita-
tions, we managed to reduce malaria cases by nearly 15%
compared to 2024, which is a significant and encouraging
achievement.” He added that the workshop provides an
important opportunity to evaluate the activities of the
National Malaria Control Program and to plan effective
strategies for the coming years. He emphasized the
Ministry’s commitment to strengthening efforts and
closely collaborating with partners in this area.

Dr. Hezbullah Fitrat, Head of Malaria and Other Commu-
nicable Diseases Control, highlighted program achieve-
ments: “Based on recent WHO recommendations,
national treatment guidelines for malaria, leishmaniasis,
and dengue were updated in 2025. Twenty outbreaks
were controlled, health center monitoring was conduct-
ed, and mosquito nets were distributed for malaria
control as follows: 121,000 in Nuristan, 175,051 in Paktika,
53,300 in Kabul, 27,250 in Ghazni, 220,297 to pregnant
women in the eastern zone, and 25,666 to earthquake-af-

fected households in Kunar and Nangarhar.”

The workshop also included presentations by WHO,
UNDP, and other agencies, who shared activity reports
and reaffirmed their commitment to collaborate on

malaria and other communicable disease control.
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Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, Minister of Public Health of the IEA, met in his official office with

Abdul Rahman Attaash, Director of the National Development Company, to discuss the prompt

completion of the remaining construction works of the Ghazni Provincial Regional Hospital.

The meeting, attended by Qari Abdul Wali Sediqi, Deputy Minister for Finance and Administration of the Ministry of Public Health,

the Director of Public Health of Ghazni Province, and several other officials, focused on discussions regarding the completion of

the remaining works of the Ghazni Provincial Regional Hospital.

The Minister of Public Health said that completing the remaining works of the hospital will strengthen healthcare service provision

for the residents of Ghazni.

The meeting also discussed accelerating and improving the implementation of other ongoing healthcare projects being carried out

by the National Development Company.

The Director of the National Development Company assured that efforts will continue to complete these projects on time and

properly.
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Essential medical equipment worth USD 50,000 was provided to Nangarhar Regional Hospital

and several health centers in its districts.

The equipment was procured by UNICEF at a cost of USD 50,000 and distributed to hospitals and health

facilities based on their needs.

During the handover ceremony, the Director of Public Health of Nangarhar, Al-Haj Mawlawi Aminullah Sharif,

highlighted the importance of the equipment and assured that it would be used effectively for patient care.

He also urged health officials to ensure proper use and maintenance of the supplies.




Meeting Held to Develop National Accreditation
Standards for Public Hospitals

Under the leadership of Dr. Mohammad Hasan Ghiasy,
Deputy Minister for Health Promotion and Policy of the
Ministry of Public Health, a meeting was held with
technical officials from relevant departments and WHO
to develop national accreditation standards for public
hospitals and to strengthen the provision of quality

healthcare services.

Dr. Mohammad Hasan Ghiasy emphasized that imple-
menting national standards in public hospitals will
improve service quality, enhance patient safety, and
strengthen public trust. He added that the Ministry of
Public Health, with relevant institutions and international
partners, is committed to effective implementation and

continuous monitoring.

Abdul Hadi Safi, Senior Standards and Survey Specialist

of the Executive Directorate of the National Accreditation
Authority, presented the national hospital standards, and
participants provided technical feedback. It was decided

that implementation will start in Kabul hospitals and later

expand to other provinces.

A public awareness session on cancer, held under
the slogan “Let Us Unite for a Common Goal,”
was organized by the Ministry of Public Health of

the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan.

The session was attended by Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haggani, Deputy
Minister for Health Service; Dr. Mohammad Hassan Ghiasy, Deputy
Minister for Policy and Health Promotion; central directors of the
Ministry of Public Health; representatives of international partner
organizations; and members of the media.

Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haqgani emphasized that efforts to expand special-
ized cancer services, diagnosis, and treatment, as well as the provision of
standard healthcare services, are ongoing. Referring to World Cancer
Day, he highlighted the critical role of public awareness in preventing
cancer and stressed that combating the disease is a shared responsibility
of both the government and the public.

Dr. Mohammad Hassan Ghiasy stated that cancer is one of the major
challenges facing public health in the 21st century, with millions of new
cases diagnosed globally each year. He added that cancer is not only a
medical issue but also a significant economic burden, noting that
sustained efforts by the Ministry have led to considerable progress in
this area.

Dr. Mohammad Dawood Mirakai, Public Awareness Officer of the
National Cancer Control Program, noted that unhealthy diets, drug use,
and the consequences of prolonged conflict are among the main factors
contributing to cancer. He stated that millions of people worldwide are
affected by the disease each year, resulting in a high number of deaths.
During the session, Sheikh Mohammad Taher Haleem, Chief of Staff of
MoPH; Dr. Nisar Ahmad Niazi, Director General of Speciality Program;
and Dr. Wahdat Alokozai, Director General of Curative Medicine,
described cancer as a curable disease and delivered comprehensive
remarks on the country’s capacity for cancer diagnosis and treatment.
Additionally, Dr. Mohammad Shafiq Amin, Head of the National Cancer
Program, emphasized that cancer poses a serious threat to human life
and that its prevention requires strong and collective efforts from all
members of society.

Meanwhile, Dr Manuel De Lara, Representative of the World Health
Organization, stated that cancer is not only a health issue but also a
major barrier to development. He noted that WHO, in collaboration with
the Ministry of Public Health, is working to procure radiotherapy
machines to ensure effective and standardized health services and to

improve timely access to cancer diagnosis and treatment.

Al-Hafiz Dr. Naeemullah Ayoubi, Director General of Drugs and Health Products Regula-

tion, met with the Medicines and Medical Equipment Imports’ Association to review the

market and traders’ challenges.

The meeting focused on facilitating Afghan traders’ medicine imports from Bangladesh, addressing shortages of

certain medicines, preventing hoarding and price hikes, speeding up work processes, easing pre-invoice

issuance, and launching the registration of health products.

Recently, the Ministry of Public Health's leadership reached agreements with neighboring countries to provide

alternatives for medicines restricted from Pakistan.
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The Ministry of Public Health has launched the examination process for

fourteen (14) technical positions for the Directorate of Construction Affairs
and Facilities of MoPH.

A total of 582 applicants applied for the positions announced by the Ministry of Public Health. After reviewing

documents and job descriptions, 199 candidates were deemed eligible and shortlisted.

The examination was launched under the supervision of the Administrative Reforms and Civil Services Authority,

in coordination with the Ministry of Public Health and in the presence of Irfanullah Karimi, Director General of

Human Resources. It will be conducted electronically in two phases on Tuesday and Wednesday (15/8/1447 and

16/8/1447), and qualified candidates will be selected for the positions.
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Over the past week, the monitoring teams of the Public Health Directorate of
Balkh Province inspected 154 pharmaceutical and food facilities.
The inspections covered 69 pharmacies, 16 wholesale stores, 33 clinics, 13 laboratories, 2

hospitals, 2 clinics, 10 health training centers, and 9 food facilities. As a result, 16 pharmacies

and 2 laboratories were closed for illegal activities
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Inspections of pharmaceutical and food facilities were conducted in Kabul’s 2nd, 9th,
11th, and 16th districts.

Officials from the Ministry of Public Health for the Inspection of Medicines, Health Products, and Food carried out the

inspections to control prices, prevent hoarding and monopoly, ensure quality, and enforce health regulations.

During the inspections, 39 pharmaceutical and food facilities were examined, of which 13 pharmacies and 2 medicine

warehouses were closed due to illegal storage and violations of health regulations.

The Ministry of Public Health calls on all pharmacy operators to comply with health laws and continue their activities in

accordance with applicable regulations.




Consultative Meeting on Final Draft of National

Health Strategy

The meeting was attended by Dr. Mohammad Hassan Ghiasy, Deputy
Minister for Health Promotion and Policy; Qari Abdul Wali Sediq;i,
Deputy Minister for Finance and Administration; Al-Haj Sheikh Moham-
mad Taher Halim, the Chief of Staff; Dr. Syed Rasool Mangal, Director
General of Policy and Planning; central directors of the Ministry of
Public Health; Dr. Edwin Ceniza Salvador, WHO Representative for
Afghanistan; Kwabena Asante, UNFPA Representative for Afghanistan;
and representatives of UNICEF and other national and international
partner organizations.

Addressing the meeting, the Deputy Minister for Policy and Health
Promotion, Dr Muhammad Hassan Ghiasy said the core aim of the
National Health Strategy is to strengthen the national health system
through a systems-based approach, ensuring health equity, health
security, quality service delivery, and institutional accountability.

He noted that the strategic framework, objectives, expected outcomes,
national priorities, intervention pillars, and proposed programs were
presented in detail, and participants were urged to provide technical
and operational input—particularly on implementation, service
delivery, monitoring, and coordination—to ensure the strategy is
practical and can be implemented.

The Chief of Staff, Sheikh Muhammad Tahir Haleem presented compre-
hensive information on the strategy, describing it as a strategic choice
toward achieving major national health goals through coordinated and
multi-dimensional efforts.

Meanwhile, the Director General of Policy and Planning, Sayed Rasool
stated that while notable improvements have been achieved in the
health sector since the establishment of the Islamic Emirate, existing
gaps are expected to be addressed through the finalization and
implementation of this strategy, which he described as a dynamic

document aligned with national realities.

Representatives of national and international organizations welcomed
the draft strategy, shared their recommendations, and reaffirmed their

continued cooperation with the Ministry of Public Health.
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Dr. Hikmatullah Masoomi, Director of Public Nutrition of the Ministry of
Public Health, visited Ghazni Provincial Hospital’s Malnutrition Unit to

assess its services
During the visit, Dr. Hikmatullah Masoomi praised the healthcare staff for their proficiency, excellent care,

and well-organized service to patients.

He also gave officials recommendations to improve services, provide timely and quality care to malnourished

patients, and strengthen treatment and work processes.
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
