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India Donates 131 Boxes of TD Vaccine to Afghanistan's Ministry of Public Health

The vaccine is a combined formulation of TD (Tetanus and Diphtheria), with each vial containing 10 doses. The

production date of the vaccine is August 2025, and its expiration date is July 2028. Additionally, each box contains 768

doses, which will be used to strengthen preventive vaccination and improve healthcare services.

Notably, India had also donated nearly 9.5 tons of cancer medications to the Ministry of Public Health a few weeks
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UNICEF has donated two operating tables worth 300,000 Afghanis to the

obstetrics and gynecology ward of Nangarhar Regional Hospital.

The equipment was officially handed over to the hospital authorities in the presence of Mawlawi Aminul-

lah Sharif, Director of Public Health for Nangarhar.

The Nangarhar Director of Public Health expressed his appreciation for UNICEF’s continued support and

conveyed his hope for further cooperation in the future.

It is noteworthy that approximately 25 surgical procedures are performed daily in this ward. With the
provision of these new operating tables, the quality of patient care is expected to improve, the surgical

process will become more efficient, and maternal and child health services will be further strengthened

and expanded.
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A total of 33 types of essential medicines have been handed over to the

Ghazni Public Health Directorate to enhance the quality of healthcare

services for patients.

The medicines, valued at $9,625, were donated by the provincial office of PU-AMI and officially

delivered to the Directorate.

These supplies were secured as a result of the continuous efforts, close follow-up, and effective

coordination of the Director of the Ghazni Public Health Directorate, Dr. Rasool Khan Nazari. The

medicines have since been transferred to Ghazni Regional Hospital, where they are expected to play

a significant role in meeting patients’ medical needs, ensuring timely access to treatment, and improv-

ing the standard of care provided.
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Kabul - Mawlawi Abdul Wali Haqqani, Deputy Minister for Health Services of the Minis-

try of Public Health, held an online meeting with provincial public health directors to

facilitate the provision of healthcare services for pilgrims in the year 1405.

During the meeting, Mawlawi Haqqani stated that the regulations set by the Saudi Arabia must be strictly

observed. He emphasized that a designated center should be identified in each province to conduct system-

atic medical examinations for pilgrims.

He further noted that all examination procedures must be carried out in an organized manner and in accor-

dance with the approved guidelines, ensuring that pilgrims are in suitable health condition prior to travel

and that their deployment process proceeds smoothly and without complications.

Meanwhile, provincial officials assured that all established principles, regulations, and guidelines will be fully

implemented, and that necessary measures will be taken to provide standardized and well-organized health-

care services for pilgrims.
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Private Health Sector and Food Outlets Inspected in Kunar
Province
The monitoring was conducted by officials from the Department of Inspection and Monitoring

of the Public Health Directorate in the provincial center. As a result, 387 kilograms of expired or

substandard medicines and 495 kilograms of expired or low-quality food items were collected

and destroyed in the presence of the relevant authorities.

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Deputy Minister for Food and Drugs of the MoPH Mawlawi Hamdullah Zahid, with his technical team, met

officials and members of the Pharmaceutical and Medical Equipment Importers’ Union.

The leadership of the Deputy Minister's Office for Food and Drugs heard participants’ issues, opinions, and suggestions, and

assured that necessary measures would be taken to thoroughly assess and address the raised concerns.

Traders were also asked to promptly make agreements with new and reputable companies in neighboring and regional

countries that offer high-quality products at reasonable prices, and to import the country’s essential medicines, so that the

domestic market does not face shortages in the future.

The Deputy Minister emphasized that legal action will be taken against companies or individuals who hoard medicines or

illegally inflate prices through various pretexts.

The Ministry of Public Health, especially the Deputy Minister's Office for Food and Drugs, maintains regular contact with

pharmaceutical traders to meet medicine needs and promptly address their issues.
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Three-Day Training for Community Health Supervisors (CHS)
Badghis Province Concludes Successfully
The program, organized by the Public Health Directorate of Badghis Province, aimed to enhance the professional capacity

of health supervisors, strengthen the monitoring system, and improve the quality of community health service delivery.

During the three-day program, key topics were covered, including CHSs’ roles in supervising health volunteers, evaluating
health post activities, using standard reporting checklists, identifying community health issues and timely referrals, and
improving coordination between communities, volunteers, and primary health care centers.
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11 Health Kits Donated to Samangan Public Health Directorate
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This assistance, valued at over $8,000, was provided by the World Health Organization (WHO) to

the Samangan Provincial Public Health Directorate to strengthen health services at Provincial

Hospital. It includes emergency kits, trauma kits, and pneumonia kits.

Samangan Public Health officials thanked the WHO for its support, saying the aid will boost

emergency services and patient care, and stressed its transparent and effective use.
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Key Medical and Non-Medical Equipment Provided to Badghis Provincial Hospital

Items worth over $70,000—including an X-ray machine, emergency kits, patient stretchers, wheelchairs,

a surgical table, and a modern autoclave—were handed over to Badghis Provincial Hospital officials.

Badghis Provincial Public Health officials thanked UNICEF for its support, stating that the supplies will

enhance diagnostic and treatment services, lower patient readmissions, and strengthen infection
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Dr. Abdul Hakim Hemat, Head of the National Expanded Program on Immunization,

held a meeting to review and evaluate the third-quarter activities of the 1404 NEPI

with representatives of the WHO, UNICEF, and partner institutions providing Basic

Package of Health Services (BPHS).
During the meeting, vaccination activities in all 34 provinces and the performance of implementing organi-

zations across the seven zones were reviewed. Key indicators, target achievement, service quality, equita-

ble access, and nationwide coverage were also assessed.

Emphasis was also placed on strengthening coordination among partners, enhancing reporting systems,

promoting the effective use of data for decision-making, addressing existing challenges, and ensuring the

quality and sustainability of services.

Concluding the meeting, participants reaffirmed their commitment to strengthening the program and

improving immunization services nationwide.
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44 Pharmaceutical Establishments Inspected in Kabul’s 11th and 22nd Districts

Officials from the Ministry of Public Health for the Inspection of Medicines, Health Products, and

Food carried out the inspections to control prices, prevent hoarding and monopoly, ensure quality,

and enforce health regulations.

As a result of the inspections, 8 pharmaceutical companies and 25 pharmacies were closed for

overpricing, 11 pharmacies were shut for operating without authorization and lacking official

licenses, and one wholesale medicine store was closed for selling at excessively high prices.

The Ministry of Public Health calls on all pharmacy operators to comply with health laws and

continue their activities in accordance with applicable regulations.
