The Deputy Minister appreciated the private sector’s role
in meeting pharmaceutical needs and reaffirmed commit-
ment to facilitating processes, addressing challenges, and
supporting investment in medicine production. He also
noted progress in establishing the pharmaceutical indus-
trial park in Mer bacha kot, Kabul, and emphasized that
self-sufficiency in medicine production is a key priority.
In conclusion, he welcomed traders’ interest in investing
in medicine production, calling it an important step
toward strengthening the national economy, developing
the pharmaceutical industry, and ensuring sustainable

healthcare supply.
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Since the start of 1404, the Ataturk National Children
Speciality Hospital under the Ministry of Public

Health has performed 1,535 successful surgeries.

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Around 1.5 tons of substandard food items were

collected in Jowzjan province and transferred to

house for proper disposal.

Monitoring was conducted by the Inspection and Monitoring and Health Regulations Enforcement teams of Jowzjan

Provincial Public Health Directorate on 10 supermarkets, 5 pharmacies, 20 food outlets, and 3 warehouses.

As a result of this inspection, 43 items of King Coco and 11 units of other expired food products, totaling 1.5 tons,

were collected and sent to the Jowzjan Provincial Public Health Directorate’s warehouse for disposal.
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A graduation ceremony for vocational training was
held at the 100-bed Drug Rehabilitation Hospital
under the Helmand Public Health Directorate for 42

recovering patients.

These individuals had participated in a three-month vocational training program, which they have now successfully

completed. Among them, 22 graduated in motorcycle repair, and 20 others in the installation and repair of solar systems.

In addition to an official graduation certificate, each graduate was also provided with work kits related to their profes-

sion, enabling them to apply their skills in daily life.

Notably, 178 individuals had previously graduated from vocational training programs.
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Inspections Conducted on Pharmacies and Clinics in

Baghlan to Ensure Quality Health Services

The Inspection and Monitoring Department of Baghlan Provincial Public Health Directorate inspected 5 clinics, 4 pharmacies, 3

traditional medicine pharmacies, 1 cupping center, 1 wholesale medicine and health products establishment, and 2 laboratories

in Pol-e-Khumri District, covering both the new and old cities of Baghlan.

Following the inspection, 4 pharmacies, 5 clinics, 1 cupping center, and 1 laboratory were closed for lacking documents,

substandard conditions, and health regulation violations.

During the inspection, written commitments were also obtained from three traditional medicine pharmacies to comply with

the Ministry of Public Health’s guidelines and bring their operations into line within 10 days.
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Several wholesale stores in Kabul city were inspected

to ensure the supply of quality food products.

A team of specialists from the Risk Analysis and Surveillance Unit of the Directorate of Food Surveillance, Risk Analysis,

and Standards Development under the Ministry of Public Health conducted inspections of 13 supermarkets and wholesale

stores in Districts 6 and 7 of Kabul city.

As a result of this inspection, 47 expired food items, along with a quantity of King Coco declared substandard by the

Quality Control Laboratory, were collected and sent to a designated location for disposal.
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Health Center Built at Cost of Two Million Afghanis

Opens in Samangan Province

The health center, located in the Rabatak area, was inaugurated and handed over for use in the presence of representa-

tives from the Public Health Directorate of Samangan Province, community elders, and several local residents.

This project, implemented by the ACTED with financial support from Norway at a cost of two million Afghanis, was

completed through the efforts of the Samangan Province Public Health Directorate. It included five standard health wards

and an enclosing wall. The project now provides around 18,000 residents with access to essential health services.

Representatives of the Samangan Province Public Health Directorate called the center’s inauguration a key step in improv-

ing health services in remote areas and stressed continuing such efforts to strengthen the health system and expand

access for people.
