Over the past year, the Ministry of Public Health has destroyed 1,290 tons of expired, substandard and illegal medicines, food

items and health products in Kabul and the provinces.

products and a quantity of King Coco were collected and transferred to the central warehouse for disposal.

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Badghis Province Strengthens Tuberculosis Diagnosis

with New GeneXpert Machines
These machines, purchased by the UNDP office at a cost of $27,880, have been installed and activated in hospitals in Badghis
province, including Bala Murghab, Ghormach, and Jowand districts.
Currently, the Badghis Provincial Public Health Directorate provides tuberculosis diagnosis and treatment services at 11
centers. It also has a dedicated site (PMDT) for treating drug-resistant patients, where advanced GeneXpert technology is used
for patient diagnosis and specialized treatment.

Notably, the installation of these new machines is considered an important step in improving rapid tuberculosis diagnosis,

increasing patients’ access to health services, and strengthening the tuberculosis control program in Badghis province.
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Third Phase of Specialty Program Monitored at Stomatology Natlon-

al Curative and Specialized Hospital, Irina Salemi Hospital, and

Forensic Medicine Directorate

Monitoring by the Operational Department under the Directorate General for Postgraduate Medical Studies , was conducted

at the Stomatology National Curative and Specialized Hospital, Irina Salemi Hospital, and Forensic Medicine Directorate to

identify challenges faced by trainers, trainee doctors, and gaps in the specialized training program.

The teams initially met with hospital officials to discuss standardizing the Specialty Program and emphasized achieving its

objectives and maintaining standards.

The teams discussed the importance of topics such as curriculum implementation, scientific conferences, logbooks, bedside

teaching, morning reports, morning visits, and case presentations, as these play a key role in enhancing doctors’ knowledge

and professional skills.
