In this program, which was attended by representatives of UNICEF and the World Health Organization, as well as a number of

other health workers and supervisors, the head of the National Expanded Program on Immunization at the Baghlan Public

Health Directorate, Dr. Faisal Ahmadzai, spoke about the importance of preventing polio and said that polio remains a serious

threat to children’s health.

He emphasized that through this training program, supervisors will gain the necessary skills in proper campaign management,

guiding teams effectively, and raising public awareness.

Such training programs play an important role in the eradication of polio, and strengthening the capacity of supervisors is

essential for the success of the campaign.
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2,700 Kilograms of Expired, Counterfeit, and Contaminated Food Seized in Herat

Province

Officials from the General Inspection Department of Food Production and Import Facilities of the Herat Public Health
Directorate inspected nine food warehouses and shops located in District 5, Behsud Road, in the United Brothers
Market.

During the inspection, 25 types of items comprising 294 packages, weighing approximately 2,700 kilograms of expired
and counterfeit food products, were identified and confiscated and handed over for destruction through legal proce-

dures.

In addition, two food warehouses were sealed due to the presence of a large quantity of expired products.
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The Zabul Provincial Hospital has successfully performed

approximately 4,637 surgical operations since the start of the

current solar year 1404.

Of these procedures, 2793 were major surgeries and 1844 were minor surgeries, carried out by experienced doctors.

These surgical operations were conducted in accordance with professional principles and healthcare standards, demonstrat-

ing the hospital’s strong technical capacity and expertise.

During the same period, 17370 patients received inpatient services, while 118636 with outpatient healthcare services.

With their professional expertise, practical experience, and strong commitment, the hospital’s doctors constantly strive to

deliver standardized, safe, and timely healthcare services to patients and to take effective steps toward improving the quality

of healthcare services.

The Deputy Minister stressed the importance of ensuring the availability of essential medicines and necessary facilities in

clinics and health centers. He also told UNICEF officials that, for better program implementation, the budget should be

properly managed and staff salaries should be paid on time.

They also discussed joint monitoring between the Ministry of Public Health and UNICEF to further improve health services at

health centers, and agreed on a plan to carry out this monitoring.
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The Ministry of Public Health has constructed and put into operation four healthcare

centers in Khost Province at a total cost of 27 million Afghanis

These healthcare centers were built and officially handed over for public use through the efforts and coordination of the

Ministry of Public Health, with financial support from the International Organization for Migration (IOM) . The projects were

implemented across four districts of the province at an estimated cost of approximately 27 million Afghanis.

Speaking at the inauguration ceremony, the Governor of Khost, Alhaj Mawlawi Abdullah Mukhtar, stated that development

activities are steadily progressing across different parts of the country. He added that Khost Province is also benefiting from

these ongoing efforts, and the opening of these healthcare centers is a clear example of such progress.

Meanwhile, the Director of Public Health in Khost, Mawlawi Akhtar Mohammad Mohammad lkrama, noted that the centers

have been established with all essential facilities. They are located in Warza Madin in Ismailkhel-Mandozai District, Baz Mola in

Tani District, Abadkhana in Sabari-Yaqubi District, and Eskandari village in Zazi Maidan District. He further emphasized that

these centers will help address many of the healthcare needs of local residents and provide them with necessary medical

services.

Following a proposal by the Ministry of Public Health leadership and approval of the Prime Minister’s Office, Mawlawi

Sheikh Mir Saddam has been appointed as Public Health Director of Takhar, while Dr. Mohammad Wali Ahmadzai has been

appointed as Public Health Director of Farah.

shop aimed to strengthen public trust, increase demand for the

polio vaccine, and effectively tackle misinformation.

During the workshop, which was attended by representatives
from the National Emergency Operations Center, UNICEF, the
Communication Working Group (CWG), and partner organiza-
tions, the head of the center, Alhaj Dr. Abdul Qudoos Baryalai,

delivered his remarks and stated:

“This two-day training workshop is an important opportunity to

build the capacity of trainers, enabling them to deliver high-qual-

ity training services in the field.” He further highlighted the
importance of addressing misinformation, noting that it plays a
vital role in achieving polio eradication.

Meanwhile, representatives of UNICEF, speaking on behalf of
the organization, shared their views and reaffirmed their
commitment to continue their support and sustain ongoing
efforts in this area.

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engagement, social listening, rumor management, and effective
response strategies to misinformation.
