The leadership of the Ministry of Public Health has expressed profound grief over the incident and has issued clear instructions

to healthcare personnel to undertake all necessary measures to ensure the child receives comprehensive treatment, proper

care, and a full recovery.

The Ministry further reaffirms its unwavering commitment to delivering essential healthcare services and extending full

support to citizens affected by natural disasters.
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Ministry of Public Health Holds 22nd Leadership Board Meeting to Review Progress
The meeting was chaired by Mawlawi Noor Jalal Jalali, Minister of Public Health, and attended by the ministry’s deputies and central
directors.

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During the meeting, discussions focused on strengthen-
ing pharmaceutical trade, facilitating treatment opportuni-
ties for Afghan patients in Uzbekistan, and enhancing the
capacity of healthcare workers.

The meeting aimed to strengthen coordination between central and provincial health offices, assess existing challenges, and

ensure the effective and timely implementation of health programs at the provincial level.

During the meeting, participants discussed appointing a focal point for timely and effective implementation, sharing PHC

decisions between provincial directorates and the central level, adhering to the administrative chain of command, and

responding promptly to official correspondence.

Public health officials from the mentioned provinces also emphasized strengthening cooperation and coordination among

institutions, noting that this would play an important role in improving health services and ensuring the swift resolution of

challenges.
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During his official visit to Herat province, the Director of Internal Audit of
the Ministry of Public Health, Mawlawi Mohammad Saleem Haqqani, met

with the leadership of the Herat Pharmaceutical Union.

During the meeting, participants discussed addressing key challenges faced by pharmaceutical sellers, particularly in
licensing, the provision of pharmaceutical services, and the proper implementation of the Ministry of Public Health’s

regulations.

Furthermore, during the meeting, members of the association raised concerns and challenges faced by traders in the

production and import of medicines.

In conclusion, both sides emphasized the provision of quality healthcare services at affordable prices, while the MoPH

delegation pledged to provide necessary support within the framework of the law.
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A three-day workshop to review the activities of
the Routine Immunization Program for the 2025

(solar year) has been held in the northern zone.
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The program, led by the Director of Afghanistan’s National
Expanded Program on Immunization (NEPI), Dr. Abdul
Hakim Hemat, was launched on 17 Hamal 1405 (Solar
Hijri) in the presence of NEPI managers, technical staff
from Balkh, Sar-e-Pol, Jawzjan, and Samangan provinces,
as well as representatives of partner organizations, and
continued for three days.

During the workshop, activities from the 2025 solar year
were reviewed, including immunization coverage, service
quality, data analysis, cold chain management, outreach to
remote areas, coordination among partners, and identifica-

tion of key gaps and challenges.

Dr. Abdul Hakim Hemat emphasized that all staff and
officials should align their work with the principles and
regulations of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan, as well
as the national health policy and vaccination strategy.
Such workshops have previously been held in different
regions of the country, where emphasis was placed on
evidence-based planning, capacity building of healthcare
workers, effective monitoring and evaluation, improved
vaccine logistics management, and better coordination

among different levels of the health system.

Participants also shared their experiences, views, and
suggestions aimed at strengthening the immunization
system, improving service quality, and ensuring equitable

and comprehensive coverage for all children in need.

Dr. Abdul Hakim Hemat further stated that, in light of the
existing challenges, a structured plan (RI Roadmap)
should be developed for routine services to address the
current issues in 2026, and provincial officials will be

responsible for its implementation.
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A meeting was held between officials from the
Ministry of Public Health’s Directorate of Interna-
tional Relations and Aid Coordination, and the
UNHCR to hand over 15 comprehensive health

centers.
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During the meeting, technical discussions were held on
the handover of these health centers, which were
constructed by the UNHCR, to the Ministry of Public
Health. It was also noted that the organization will
provide medical and non-medical equipment for 11 of the

centers.

The Director of International Relations and Aid Coordina-
tion of the Ministry of Public Health, Mawlawi Mohammad
Dawood Mansoori, thanked the UNHCR and said the
centers will improve healthcare access. He urged their
swift handover so services can begin and benefit the

public.

He added that standard equipment should be procured
for these health centers and that the transfer and installa-
tion process must be carried out with full care and preci-

sion to ensure the quality of services.

Meanwhile, representatives of the UNHCR thanked the
MoPH for its effective coordination and cooperation. They
stated that a total of 20 health centers have been construct-
ed, of which 5 have already been handed over, while the
remaining 15 will be transferred in the near future. They
added that 11 of these centers will each be equipped with

medical and non-medical supplies worth around $200,000.
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Public Health has conducted a two-day technical

workshop to review and update the national guide-

lines on maternal and child nutrition.

The workshop, aimed at conducting a comprehensive
technical review and updating of the national guidelines
on maternal and child nutrition in line with the latest
evidence and recommendations—particularly in coordina-
tion with the World Health Organization—was attended by
the Deputy Minister for Health Services, Mawlawi Abdul
Wali Haqqani: Director of Public Nutrition Dr. Hikmatullah
Masoomi, and relevant national and international partners.
The process is being conducted in line with the country’s
current conditions and service delivery challenges, aiming
to produce a practical and standardized guideline for
healthcare workers, especially frontline providers.
Mawlawi Abdul Wali Hagqgani highlighted the importance
of the initiative, stating that the review and standardization
of the national guideline on maternal and child nutrition is
a fundamental and strategic step in the public nutrition
sector.

Dr. Hikmatullah Masoomi said the new guideline, devel-
oped through joint efforts with technical partners, will
improve service quality, ensure consistent implementation,
and strengthen evidence-based interventions. He added it
will serve as a practical tool for healthcare workers to
deliver nutrition services in line with national standards.

It is worth noting that the national guideline on maternal
and child nutrition was last revised in 2019. However,
based on updated international guidance and practical
experience, it had key gaps, including a life cycle approach
to nutrition, adolescent nutrition, integration of early
childhood development (ECD), and a structured SBCC

framework.
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The Deputy Minister’s Office for Food and Drugs of the MoPH has destroyed

4,921 kilograms of expired and substandard food items in the Gazak area of

Kabul Province.

Expired food items, confirmed as non-compliant through laboratory tests, were collected from various districts of Kabul by

the Food Establishments Inspection Department under the Deputy Minister’s Office for Food and Drugs and destroyed in

the presence of its representatives and Kabul Municipality officials.
